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Abstract: With the increasingly serious environmental problems slow fashion as a sustainable
fashion way has a certain research value. In order to explore the possibility of the development of slow
fashion Guangdong clothing industry was taken as the research object in this paper and Porter’s
diamond model was used to analyze the competitiveness and the development potential of slow fashion in
the region so as to provide reference for the development of slow fashion and support the transformation
of Guangdong clothing industry. The result shows that slow fashion can balance environmental problems
economic development cultural heritage moral production and consumer demands which is conducive
to the transformation and upgrading of clothing industry in Guangdong. Moreover the development of
clothing industry cluster in Guangdong has the positive conditions for the development of slow fashion
already. With the support of the policies and the increasing concern of consumers for sustainable
development it is obvious that slow fashion has development potential in this region.
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
